Consumer dignity and choice
Consumer outcome:
1. I am treated with dignity and respect, and can maintain my identity. I can make informed choices about my care and services, and live the life I choose.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation:
(a) has a culture of inclusion and respect for consumers; and
(b) supports consumers to exercise choice and independence; and
(c) respects consumers’ privacy.
Assessment of Standard 1
[bookmark: _GoBack]Overall sampled consumers confirmed that they are treated with dignity and respect, can maintain their identity, make informed choices about their care and services and live the life they choose. 
Consumers interviewed stated that staff always greet them with a smile and by their preferred name. When asked if they felt they were treated with respect, all consumers and representatives sampled answered yes. Sampled consumers stated that they can do as little or as much as they wish for themselves. 
All consumers interviewed stated that staff respect their personal privacy by knocking on doors and waiting for an invitation to enter their space. Consumers also confirmed that when personal cares are being attended, doors are closed and private conversations are conducted behind closed doors. 
A consumer who is of Aboriginal heritage related that staff are aware of her cultural needs. The consumer also shared that she is happy that when the official opening of the service is to be conducted Aboriginal elders are being invited to do a traditional smoking ceremony to welcome the home to the land.
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers, asking them about the requirements, reviewing their care planning documentation (for alignment with the feedback from consumers) and testing staff understanding and application of the requirements under this Standard. The team also examined relevant documentation and drew relevant information from other consumer interviews and the assessment of other Standards.
· Staff interviewed were aware of and able to articulate their consumers’ backgrounds and stories. They were observed to consistently greet consumers with a smile and by name with conversations being held with consumers in respectful tones. Care planning documents reviewed reflected consumer interests and backgrounds and the relationships most important to them. Choices regarding preferred activities, wake and sleep times or preferred gender of carers were documented in consumer care plans.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all six specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Ongoing assessment and planning with consumers
Consumer outcome:
1. I am a partner in ongoing assessment and planning that helps me get the care and services I need for my health and well-being.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation undertakes initial and ongoing assessment and planning for care and services in partnership with the consumer. Assessment and planning has a focus on optimising health and well-being in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences.
Assessment of Standard 2
Overall consumers confirmed that they feel like partners in the ongoing assessment and planning of their care and services. 
For example:
· Consumers and representatives interviewed advised that they are well informed about the outcomes of assessment and planning and when the needs and condition of consumers change or if incidents occur.
· Consumers advised they are able to review their care plans with staff if they wish. Further, they are consulted throughout the assessment and planning process together with their representative if they so desire. Consumers said they know they can ask staff for a copy of their care plan which they are able to keep in their room, but consumers said they did not want to do this. 
· One representative stated that he trusts the staff at the service to provide care as planned for his wife.
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – reviewing their care planning documents in detail, asking consumers about how they are involved in care planning, and interviewing staff about how they use care planning documents and review them on an ongoing basis.
· The service demonstrated that each sampled consumer’s specific needs, goals and preferences are considered in care planning and assessment. This considered approach to care planning and assessment ensures that consumers health and well-being is optimised. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 2 Requirements
Requirement 2(3)(a)	Compliant
Assessment and planning, including consideration of risks to the consumer’s health and well-being, informs the delivery of safe and effective care and services.

Consumer outcome:

Organisation statement:
2. The organisation delivers safe and effective personal care, clinical care, or both personal care and clinical care, in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences to optimise health and well-being.
Assessment of Standard 3
Overall sampled consumers consider that they receive personal care and clinical care that is safe and right for them. 
For example:
· All the consumers interviewed were very positive when talking about the care they received from staff. With comments like staff here are kind and thoughtful in the way they care for me. 
· A number of consumers advised that they have access to their doctor who comes if they are not feeling very well. One consumer commented they have a thoughtful geriatrician come and visit them on a regular basis. 
· All consumers that required assistance with personal care commented the staff are very kind and thoughtful when assisting with their personal care needs. Another consumer commented their husband comes and visit me every day, it is lovely seeing him so regularly. 
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – their care plans and assessments were reviewed and staff were asked about how they ensure the delivery of safe and effective care for consumers. The team also examined relevant documents.
· Assessment and care planning is individualised and consists of a monthly ‘resident of the day’ completed by the care staff and registered nurses. A case conference is conducted between four and six weeks after a consumer enters the service. Further case conferences are conducted annually for all consumers at the service where all aspects of care are discussed and reviewed including advanced care directives and end of life planning if not already completed. There is an established hierarchy of care at the service consisting of the general manager, clinical manager, registered nurses, enrolled nurses and care staff who are all involved in assessment and planning of consumer care. This ensures that each consumer receives safe and effective personal and clinical care, that is best practice, and tailored to meet their needs and optimises their health and 
well-being.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all seven specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 3 Requirements
Requirement 3(3)(a)	Compliant
Each consumer gets safe and effective personal care, clinical care, or both personal care and clinical care, that:
(i) is best practice; and

Assessment of Standard 4
Overall sampled consumers confirmed that they get the services and supports for daily living that are important for my health and well-being and that enable me to do the things I want to do. 
For example:
· Consumers interviewed confirm they can do what they want to do, and generally when they want to do it. Examples include playing pool and the service’s provision of a television streaming service to enable consumers to watch specific programs not on regular television. 
· It was confirmed during interviews that consumers are encouraged to maintain relationships of choice. They also advised they have been supported to establish new friendships within the service.
· Consumers advised that the food is generally likeable although there have been some challenges related to vegetables and serving sizes. Where consumers interviewed have dietary restrictions it was confirmed that management have been working with consumers to meet their needs.
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – observations were made, consumers were asked about the things they like to do and how these things are enabled or supported by the service and staff were asked about their understanding and application of the requirements. The team also examined relevant documents.
· Review of lifestyle supports including cleaning and laundry services, kitchen and the lifestyle program revealed adequate provision of services to meet consumer needs and preferences. Consumers expressed satisfaction during interview with regards to cleaning and laundry services. One consumer stated “the cleaners just can’t do enough to help you, they are just wonderful.”
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all seven specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 4 Requirements

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Organisation’s services environment
Consumer outcome:
1. I feel I belong and I am safe and comfortable in the organisation’s service environment.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation provides a safe and comfortable service environment that promotes the consumer’s independence, function and enjoyment.
Assessment of Standard 5
Overall sampled consumers indicated that they feel they belong in the service, and feel safe and comfortable in the service environment. 
For example:
· Consumers interviewed confirm they feel safe at the service and within the care environment. Consumers advised they are freely able to move around within and outside the building as they please.
· Consumers stated they are able to receive visitors either in their rooms or in any of the sitting areas around their house, out on the terrace area where there are tables and chairs and umbrellas or in the coffee shop. Consumers also stated that they can play pool with their guests if they wish or watch television in the lounge area. 
· Consumers advised that the service is always clean and tidy. 
· One consumer stated to the Assessment Team that he was proud to call the service his home.
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team observed the service environment, spoke with consumers about their experience of the service environment and interviewed care staff about the suitability and safety of equipment. The team also examined relevant documents.
· The service environment consists of a new building that is bright and welcoming. Corridors within the care areas are wide and free of clutter. Common areas are plentiful with furniture that is clean, comfortable and appropriate for consumers with limited mobility. Consumer rooms are well appointed with ample storage space and built-in display shelving, desk and ensuite bathroom. All equipment observed is functional and appropriate to the level of care identified for consumers current and projected needs. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all three specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 5 Requirements
Requirement 5(3)(a)	Compliant
The service environment is welcoming and easy to understand, and optimises each consumer’s sense of belonging, independence, interaction and function.
Requirement 5(3)(b)	Compliant
The service environment:
(i) is safe, clean, well maintained and comfortable; and
(ii) enables consumers to move freely, both indoors and outdoors.
Requirement 5(3)(c)	Compliant
Furniture, fittings and equipment are safe, clean, well maintained and suitable for the consumer.
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Feedback and complaints
Consumer outcome:
1. I feel safe and am encouraged and supported to give feedback and make complaints. I am engaged in processes to address my feedback and complaints, and appropriate action is taken.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation regularly seeks input and feedback from consumers, carers, the workforce and others and uses the input and feedback to inform continuous improvements for individual consumers and the whole organisation.
Assessment of Standard 6
Most sampled consumers considered that they are encouraged and supported to give feedback and make complaints, and that appropriate action is taken. 
For example:
· All consumers and representatives interviewed felt they could raise complaints directly with staff and felt safe to do so. 
· Most consumers interviewed felt that changes were made at the service in response to complaints and feedback. Those sampled who have raised concerns in the past were satisfied with how staff followed up on them.
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – asking them about how they raise complaints and the organisation’s response. The team also examined the complaints register, complaints trend analysis and tested staff understanding and application of the requirements under this Standard. 
· The Assessment Team reviewed the service’s Customer Complaints Resolution Process. It requires that all complainants are contacted to acknowledge receipt of their complaint and that the complaint is resolved where possible within 72 hours.
· A representative interviewed said a medication error occurred once and she was impressed with how the service managed it. The representative confirmed the service had used open disclosure by contacting her immediately and apologising and then advising they would be reviewing all consumer’s medication the next day. She and others interviewed were satisfied with the service’s transparency and ability to address the issue. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all four specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 6 Requirements
Requirement 6(3)(a)	Compliant
Consumers, their family, friends, carers and others are encouraged and supported to provide feedback and make complaints.
Requirement 6(3)(b)	Compliant
Consumers are made aware of and have access to advocates, language services and other methods for raising and resolving complaints.

Appropriate action is taken in response to complaints and an open disclosure process is used when things go wrong.

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Human resources

Most sampled consumers indicated that they get quality care and services when they need them and from people who are knowledgeable, capable and caring.
For example:
· All consumers interviewed confirmed that staff are kind and caring. Some consumers said staff were amazing and would do anything for the them. 
· All said they feel confident that staff are skilled enough to meet their care needs. They said they always feel safe when staff deliver care to them. 
· Most thought there are enough staff at the service and they do not need to wait long when they ring their call bell for help. 
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the individual requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team spoke with consumers about their experience of the staff, interviewed staff, and reviewed a range of records including staff rosters, training records and performance reviews.
· The Call Bell Response Report for January was reviewed: the average wait time was 2 minutes and 35 seconds.


· The service has in place a rigorous recruitment process, appropriate staff training and performance review mechanisms. Staff interviewed said management were strong and supportive. The staff observed and interviewed across the visit appeared to be genuinely happy in their jobs.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as al five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Assessment of Standard 8
Sampled consumers indicated that the organisation is well run and that they can partner in improving the delivery of care and services. 
For example:
· Most consumers interviewed believed that the service is well run
· Most were satisfied with their current involvement in their care planning and said staff regularly seek their feedback on their care and services. Most felt they could influence the way they were cared for by talking directly to staff at the service. 
To understand how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team spoke with management and staff and reviewed relevant systems and processes relating to the organisational governance underpinning the delivery of care and services (as assessed through other Standards).
The service is still in the process of developing a new clinical governance framework. However, management was able to demonstrate how they manage risk and facilitate consumer choice in practice and have documentation in place to support this. The services self-assessment says the organisation is currently investigating options for inclusion of a consumer group for consultation.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as all five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

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Areas for improvement
There are no specific areas identified in which improvements must be made to ensure compliance with the Quality Standards. The provider is, however, required to actively pursue continuous improvement in order to remain compliant with the Quality Standards. 
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
