Summary of Assessment of Standard 1:
The Assessment Team found the service has met all six requirements under Standard 1. 
Consumer experience interviews show:
· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed agree staff treat them with respect always or most of the time.
· 93% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed agreed staff explain things to them always or most of the time.
· 93% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they are encouraged to do as much as possible for themselves always or most of the time.

The service uses informal and formal feedback mechanisms such as meetings, complaints processes and case conferences to ensure consumers are satisfied staff treat them with respect and support them to maintain their identity and live the life they choose. 
The service demonstrated consumers are treated with dignity and respect and the service actively promotes a culture of inclusion. Consumers described the ways their social connections are supported both inside and outside the service. Staff were observed to interact with consumers respectfully and provided examples individual consumer’s preferences and interests. The service promotes the value of culture and diversity through staff training, in the wide range of activities it offers for consumers with diverse backgrounds, and in celebrating and acknowledging days of significance to the consumers. Consumer preferences are respected and incorporated into care delivery. 
Consumers said they feel heard when they tell staff what matters to them and they can make decisions about their life, even when it involves an element of risk.
Staff could provide meaningful examples of how they help consumers make choices, including by giving consumers clear and accurate information and options to inform their choice. 
Consumers said the service protects the privacy and confidentiality of their information, and they are satisfied their care and services, including personal care, are undertaken in a way that respects their privacy. Staff gave examples of how they maintain the privacy of consumers. The service demonstrated how electronic and hard copy information systems support the protection of confidential information including consumer information, consistent with documented policies and procedures.

Summary of Assessment of Standard 2:
The Assessment Team found the service has met all five requirements under Standard 2. 
Consumer experience interviews show:
· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they have a say in their daily activities always or most of the time. 
Consumers and representatives said they are involved with the initial and ongoing assessment and planning of their care and services to ensure it meets their needs. Consumers reported feeling confident staff are aware of their individual preferences. The service consults with specialists and allied health professionals to ensure consumers receive the appropriate care and services to suit their needs. 
Staff could describe how consumers and others who contribute to the consumer’s care (including medical practitioners, allied health professionals, carers and family) work together to deliver a tailored care and service plan and monitor and review the plan as needed.
Review of documentation identified consumer’s individual advance care planning and end of life planning has discussed with consumers and their representatives. Consumers and their representatives said they are consulted when there is a change in consumers’ healthcare needs and documentation indicates consumers or representatives are consulted about individual consumer needs, goals and preferences. 
Consumers reported their care and services are regularly reviewed and when something goes wrong, or their needs or preferences change, the service communicates with them to seek their involvement in determining the care and services they receive. Each of the care plans reviewed showed plans had been regularly reviewed. 
Staff demonstrated a shared understanding of reporting incidents to qualified staff, which were generally investigated and reviewed; new interventions or strategies implemented to minimise the risk of reoccurrence are discussed with the consumer and representative.

Summary of Assessment of Standard 3:
The Assessment Team found the service has met all seven requirements under Standard 3. 
Consumer experience interviews show:
· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they get the care they need always or most of the time. 
· 100% of consumers/representatives said they always feel safe at the service.
Consumers and representatives gave various examples of how staff ensure the care provided to consumers was right for them. This included regularly asking them about their care and the way it is delivered and through involving consumers in discussions regarding alternative care options available. 
Staff could describe how they ensure care is best practice, their opportunities for continuing education and how they ensure information is shared both within the organisation and with others outside the organisation. Care staff demonstrated an understanding of precautions to prevent and control infection and the steps they could take to minimise the need for antibiotics. Staff could also identify the highest prevalence risks for different cohorts of consumers and how incidents were used to inform changes in practice. 

Each of the care plans reviewed indicated the delivery of safe and effective care. This included the review of consumers who had received end of life care which demonstrated their wishes and preferences had been considered and respected. A focus on pain relief, review of pain management strategies and close involvement of family and others was evident. 

The organisation demonstrated they have a suite of policies and procedures underpinning the delivery of care and how they review practice and policies to ensure they remain fit-for-purpose, informed by advice from consumers and other experts.

Summary of Assessment of Standard 4:
The Assessment Team found that all seven of the requirements in relation to Standard 4 are met. 
Consumer experience interviews show: 
· 93% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they are encouraged to do as much as possible for themselves always or most of time.
· 86% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they like the food always or most of the time.
Consumers/representatives interviewed said they are satisfied with the services the consumers receive and stated the service regularly seeks their feedback and supports the consumers to optimise their independence, health, wellbeing and quality of life.
Staff could explain the handover process, how they are notified of updates and how this enables them to provide care in line with each consumer’s goals, needs and preferences. Staff interviewed demonstrated their knowledge in consumers’ individual needs, including social interests and personal relationships.
A review of consumer files indicates consumers’ emotional, spiritual and psychological needs are generally documented in care plans. The service demonstrates that it supports the emotional, spiritual and psychological wellbeing of consumers. Timely and appropriate referrals to other individuals, services or organisations assist consumers to connect with other supports and people outside the service. 
The service seeks advice from consumers about activities of interest to them within and outside of the service. It provides meals of a suitable quality, variety and quantity and provides safe, suitable, clean and well-maintained equipment.

Summary of Assessment of Standard 5:
Requirements:
The Assessment Team found that all three requirements in relation to Standard 5 are met.
Consumer experience interviews show: 
· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they feel at home at the service always or most of the time.
· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said they always feel safe at the service.
The service environment is welcoming and optimises independence. Level pathways leading to the entrance enable consumers, representatives and visitors with mobility deficits to access the service easily. Consumers are accommodated in single or shared rooms with shared bathroom facilities. Air-conditioners in consumers’ rooms support individual comfort preferences. The Assessment Team observed consumers have decorated their rooms with personal items. 
The service environment is safe, clean, well maintained and comfortable. Corrective and preventative maintenance programs support the safety and comfort of the service environment for staff, consumers and representatives. Outdoor areas enable consumers to move freely indoors and outdoors. Outdoor areas have gardens, a giant chess board, shade, pathways and seating.
The service has furniture and window treatments in dining and lounge areas. Cleaning staff are rostered throughout the week and maintenance issues are logged and reported to a maintenance operator. Environmental risks are identified through regular audits, consumer, representative and staff feedback. Staff interviewed have a shared understanding of the maintenance program.

· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said staff follow up when they raise things with them always or most of the time.
The organisation demonstrated consumers and representatives know how to give feedback and make complaints. Consumers and representatives said they are encouraged and supported to make complaints.
The organisation demonstrated consumers and representatives have access to advocacy and external complaints services. Information is provided on entry in handbooks and agreements. All consumers receive a copy of the Charter of Aged Care Rights. 
Management provided examples of actions taken in response to complaints and where an open disclosure process is used when things go wrong. Although management are aware of this concept, the examples provided did not include how the service planned to prevent the incident from recurring. Staff said they would report complaints to their supervisor. Minutes of meetings and complaints registers demonstrated complaints are used to improve care and services.

· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said staff know what they are doing always or most of the time.
The service demonstrated that processes ensure the workforce is planned to ensure appropriate numbers and skill mix of staff to ensure the delivery and management of safe and quality care and services. Police certificate and registration requirements are monitored and reviewed regularly. Education is provided to meet mandatory requirements as well as service needs. Consumers/representatives said there are sufficient staff to meet consumers’ needs and discuss their care requirements.
Staff held qualifications relevant to their roles and were familiar with individual consumer’s needs, preferences and daily routines. Recruitment and performance monitoring processes ensure staff competence is maintained and where non-performance is identified, management address it in a timely manner.

The Assessment Team found that the organisation has met all four requirements under this standard.
Consumer experience interviews show: 
· 100% of consumers/representatives randomly interviewed said this place is well run always or most of the time.
The service demonstrated they involve consumers in the delivery and evaluation of care and services, providing examples of how consumers are supported on a day-to-day basis. Consumers/representatives said they are involved in initial care planning and delivery and provided various examples of how this occurs. 
The governing body meets regularly, sets clear expectations for the organisation and regularly reviews risks from an organisational and consumer perspective. There are organisation wide governance systems to support effective information management, the workforce, compliance with regulations and clinical care. The clinical governance framework addresses anti-microbial stewardship, open disclosure and minimising the use of restraint. Management interviewed understood these concepts and could explain how they were applied in practice.
The clinical governance framework supports consumers to live the best life they can and addresses identifying and responding to abuse and neglect of consumers. Staff could describe how they would respond to such incidents and management demonstrated appropriate related systems in place to support staff. Clinical governance systems support the effective management of high-impact or high-prevalence risks including pressure injuries, the number of consumers with restrictive practices and falls. The service staff demonstrated an understanding of adverse incidents or near-miss events and how these were identified, documented and reviewed by the service, to inform continuous improvement.
